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The School of Humanities Admissions Policy

The School of Humanities provides an academic
approach to the ideas, history and culture that are a
storehouse of a wide range of human behavior, thinking
and creativity, as well as the languages related to them,
and aims to produce graduates who have a specialized
knowledge of these fields and possess a comprehensive,
interdisciplinary perspective. We aim to produce
talented human resources who will put their basic
academic training to good use, for example people with
data processing skills and flexible thinking who are
capable of leading organizations, people with the ability
to plan and run social research, and people with foreign
language communication skills who can play an active
role in the global community.

Students enter the School of Humanities via the general
entrance examination, overseas returnees' entrance
examination or self-funded overseas students' entrance
examination. When they advance to their sophomore
year, students select their course and major from
amongst 15 specialized areas of study, taking in to
consideration such factors as their own aspirations and

their academic record.

In your junior year you take subjects that will teach you
more advanced experimental research and investigation
techniques, and also courses where you conduct
experiments and investigations based on your own areas
of interest and draw up reports. In your senior year you
summarize your research in your graduation thesis. In
addition, from your sophomore year onwards you study
the fundamental knowledge of the various fields of
psychology and the latest topics via lectures and

seminars.

In your freshman year it is recommended to select and
study Introduction to theoretical Sociology A,
Introduction to Philosophy A/B, and Introduction to
Geography A/B, the three specialized fields that make
up human sciences and provide an overview of the
general field.

In your sophomore year you will study courses such as
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Practice in Sociological Research, Social Statistics 1,
Introduction to Logic, Basic Lectures in Philosophical
Anthropology, Basic Seminar on Field Research, and
Basic Field Research on Human Geography in order to
acquire the basic concepts and techniques of specialized
fields. In your junior year you will study courses such as
Practice in Social Research, Lectures in Classical
Philosophy A, Lestures in Philosophical Anthropology,
Advanced Seminar on Field Research, and Advanced
Field Research on Human Geography to master even
more advanced methodology and knowledge. (However,
as progressive selection is possible, depending on
individual achievement level, subjects designed to
provide a range of options are available, allowing time
between your first year until primarily your third year to
complete a course.) In your senior year through
instruction in Seminar of Graduation Thesis A/B you
will compile your own research in to a graduation thesis.
In addition, from your sophomore year onwards you
study the fundamental knowledge of the various fields
of human sciences and the latest topics via lectures and

seminars.

In your freshman year you will focus on studying an
Overview of Field Study of Cultures regarding field
research and the research methods based on such
research. In your sophomore year you will study the
Overview of Comparative Study of Cultures, Overview
of Cultural Anthropology, and Overview of Study of
Cultural Heritage to acquire the basic concepts in the
field research areas of comparative study of cultures,
cultural anthropology, and study of cultural heritage as
well as basic field research techniques. In addition,
through Practical Field Training you will learn field

experience by getting out there, observing with your
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own two eyes and feeling everything first hand. In your
junior year, you will develop ability to create research
reports and give research presentations through a
selection of extensive training and practical subjects to
acquire specialized knowledge and methodology, as well
as fieldwork skills. In your senior year you will engage
in research according to the research theme you have
decided upon taking advantage of fieldwork in
Graduation Thesis Practice A/B.

In your freshman year you take general subjects that
provide an overview of the general fields of history and
archaeology while extending your knowledge in the

adjoining sciences. In your sophomore year you take
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lecture courses to learn fundamental thinking and
research methods in each specialized research area of
history and archaeology, as well as subjects focusing on
the study of literature, endeavoring to comprehend
current research conditions. In your junior year you
learn techniques to perform broad and sophisticated
analysis with regard to a subject of research, and take
subjects in each specialized field to prepare yourself for
independent research based on your own areas of
interest. In your senior year the final challenge is to
summarize your research in your graduation thesis. In
addition, you take the provided lectures and seminars to
acquire the required skills for the specialized areas from

each year.

investigations, and of classifying and analyzing data, in
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order to explore issues broadly related to linguistics and
literature.

- You will polish your ability to express your opinions as
a result of taking part in debates and giving
presentations.

- By reading texts in the original, you will be able to
understand characteristics of other cultures that are lost

in translation, and to deepen your academic awareness.
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We have constructed a curriculum system that enables
students to understand the academic framework of the
humanities. In your freshman year you study foundation
subjects, and then study applied and advanced subjects
as you progress through your degree course. In your
junior and senior years in particular, you select subjects

that suit your career path.
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[Course of Linguistics and Literature Curriculum
Policy]

In your freshman year you establish foundations in
academic-level English, while learning a new language
(German, French, Chinese, etc.), and train your
descriptive ability in Japanese by practicing translation

and reading of Japanese literature and Chinese classics.
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From your sophomore year the course divides into six
specialized areas and you learn an overview of the
linguistics and literature of each country, as well as the
necessary basic concepts to analyze linguistics and study
literary works. In your junior year, based upon the
accumulation of that knowledge, you enhance an
abstract, logical method of linguistic analysis that goes
beyond differences in languages, and a multifaceted
understanding of language culture and a diversity of
works in different languages. In your senior year you
improve your resource acquisition and organizational
skills centering on Seminar of Graduation Thesis A/B
with respect to your chosen research theme.
Furthermore, you will cultivate competent skills to fare
in society, developing the ability to express your
comments based on those resources and convincing

other people of your own views.
